Canine Paranormal Investigators

Using dogs as official paranormal investigators is a relatively new idea.  A season or two ago on Ghost Hunters they began using a dog named 

Maddie.  Jason and Grant would bring her in to the location they were investigating. They would watch her behavior to try to determine whether 

she sensed something. Her responses provided mixed results.  When we investigate, we use many different pieces of equipment. I began to 

wonder if a dog would possibly be another useful resource in our ongoing research of the paranormal. 

 

I decided to research canines’ superior senses and how they could aid in our investigations. First, I investigated differences in canine eyesight. 

It turns out they have amazing night vision. In fact, they see 5 to 6 times better than humans. Eyes contain cells known as rods and cones. 

Rods bring in extra light to assist in dark environments, while cones filter light to help during the day. Dogs’ eyes contain a superior number of 

rods. This allows them to pick up on details in dim light, and catch motion in darkness. 

 

Dogs have a much keener sense of smell than humans. Their brains allocate 40 percent more space than to their sense of smell than ours do. 

Research indicates a dog’s sense of smell to be 1,000 to 10,000,000 times more sensitive than humans (depending on breed).  They have 125 

million to 300 million scent glands.  Dogs can even smell certain cancers, and are used for search and rescue animals by first responders. 

It is well known that dogs have better hearing than humans. It should come as no surprise then that dogs can hear a wide range of sounds 

inaudible to humans. Additionally, they can pinpoint the source of a sound with little to no difficulty. They can read sound waves so well that 

they can determine whether an individual is threatening or not.  Dogs hear almost twice the number of frequencies humans can. Dog whistles 

are an excellent example of this.  They can also pick up sounds four times as far away as humans.  

 

I also learned that animals can read the smallest changes in their environment. Dogs are known to be able to read their owners’ minds almost 

like a sixth sense. This comes from their ancient need to communicate with their pack.  Think about your dog or any dogs you know.  If you’re 

happy, they’re happy.  They seem to know if you’re sick or sad.  If your dog is like mine, there might be a neighbor or relative they don’t seem to 

like or trust. The dog always barks at them for no apparent reason.   Some dogs also have the ability to recognize whether a person is going to 

have a seizure before it happens.  Scientists have determined that a dog can smell a chemical change coming from their owner which gives 

them time to alert their owner about an impending seizure.  

 

Given this information, dogs just might be the best investigation tool in our arsenal.  They see, smell, and hear better than humans and can pick 

up on our body language.  I discovered that other teams are using or experimenting with dogs.  Some prefer to use a leash; some recommend 

sending the dog in alone with a camera mounted on a special harness.  Both approaches have merit.  On a leash you know where the dog is at 

all times in the dark.  The downside is that your dog may pick up on your emotions rather than something from the environment.  If you send 

your dog in alone, you can’t influence his behavior.   I feel the downside of this approach is that you’re not there to help your dog if they get 

scared.  You are also not there if they start to show inappropriate behavior. You want to protect your dog as well as your client’s home or 

business.

If you do bring a dog on your investigation, it is important to make sure he or she is well trained!  It goes without saying you need permission 

from your client.  Some investigators recommend bringing your dog over for a walk through first to see his or her behavior before an 

investigation.  It is also important to have a backup plan for your dog.  If your dog is scared and wants out have a pre-planned location or 

person to take him. 

 

As far as personal experiences go, my son’s service dog has been to a location we investigated.   He was not there during the investigation. 

However, he has been there many times.  Sometimes, he just lays down and goes to sleep and doesn’t appear to notice anything out of the 

ordinary.  Other times he stands guard in an alert position, barking and staring at an empty wall. I have occasionally caught shadows on that 

wall out of the corner of my eye.  The owner of the location is a friend and PT.  One time when Olaf was on alert, she asked whoever was there 

to touch him.  He turned around shot across the room, bumping into a table on the way. When he reached the other side of the room he turned 

around and barked and just stared at the far wall.  He has on several occasions jumped on the table, stood on top of me during treatment, and 

stared at the same wall.  He clearly felt like he needed to protect me from something. Does this mean he was seeing something paranormal? I 

don’t know. Can I explain it? No. It certainly makes you think. 

 

My research has led me to conclude that this idea is worth looking into.  If we have a client open to the idea, I would be willing to bring my dog 

and see how he reacts.  Do dogs make good paranormal investigators? Only time will tell, but it is definitely worth a try.

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TnT Paranormal Asks Ursula Bielski 

1) Tell our readers a little bit about you and the role you serve in the field of the paranormal?   

I've been a paranormal investigator for nearly thirty years--the last two decades professionally--and specialize in the history and folklore of 

haunted historical sites in the Chicago area.  My main interest is in the way the history and folklore of the paranormal relate to one another, 

and in new ways of interpreting what it means to be "haunted."   

 

2) How long have you been interested in the paranormal and what sparked that interest?     

Like so many, I grew up in a house which seemed to be "haunted." My childhood home--where my mother still lives--was built in 1902 by my 

great uncle, who was a developer of Lakeview Township in Cook County.  By the time my parents bought the house in 1965, it was literally 

crumbling--and known as the haunted house in the neighborhood.  They assumed it was the condition of the house which had gained it this 

reputation, but sure enough: when they moved in they began to experience the phenomena I grew up with: the sound of the piano playing 

when no one was around, the sound of knocking on the doors and windows, voices and the sound of footsteps on the foyer 

stairs.  Naturally, I was afraid of these phenomena and so I supposed I wanted to know more about them to assuage my fears.  I took, then, 

a keen interest in others who had similar experiences: family members and friends.  Also while growing up, I remember being terrified of 

death to the point where it was almost an obsession.  And just as with the paranormal experiences, I became fascinated with cemeteries 

and funerary customs, presumably to deal with this fear.   I did not begin formally investigating the paranormal until I was an undergraduate 

student in history. At that time I was very fortunate to meet another student who was doing field work in parapsychology as part of his 

psychology studies.  He invited me to assist with some experiments, and it was during this time that I first investigated Bachelors Grove, the 

Red Lion Pub and other famed Chicago hauntings. 

 

3) What makes you and/or your team different from others in the field? 

From the beginning I was greatly disturbed by the emphasis on gathering "evidence" of the paranormal using scientific equipment--to the 

detriment of subjective experience. Though I do have a great interest in science, it troubled me that investigators would dismiss the 

experiences people would have if they, as investigators, could not "prove" that these locations were "active" with paranormal activity.  In 

interviewing experiencers before investigations or experiments, I was often struck by the impact these experiences have on us, and it 

seemed unfair to me to value or devalue them based on an entirely different method of experience.  That's why I think I was so adamant 

about incorporating all perspectives and resources into my investigations and writings from the beginning.  I wanted and still want to 

demonstrate that a haunting is a "puzzle" that needs many hands and eyes to figure out.  Environmental evidence is a part of that, but so is 

experience-- physiological and psychological effects--the events of the past, the interpretation of events and experience through folklore, psi 

impressions, and other factors. 

 

4) What do you believe is the most common mistake paranormal investigators make? How can they correct that mistake? 

I see so many young people or people just starting out that are not prepared to take on the paranormal issues of other people or families 

and yet offer their services in order to "practice."  I cannot be strong enough in my urging of beginning investigators to not involve 

themselves in investigations of homes or other areas where there are individuals or families living their lives on a regular basis.  An 

investigation can seriously change the dynamic of a situation for better or worse, and if you are not knowledgeable, you can really do some 

damage to the location, the experiencers and to yourselves.

5) In your career in the paranormal have you ever had someone bring up a phenomenon or unusual experience that you had never 

heard of before? 

One of the things that startled me was the discovery of what some researchers call "voice borrowing,' literally hearing the voices of people 

we know come across in disembodied form.  Some researchers believe this is one way that spirits communicate with us, by literally using 

the sound bytes made by the living.  Others believe this is some as yet unexplained kind of voice projection: that is, we perhaps create a 

subjective vocalization by paranormal means.  I have even recorded EVP that seemed to use the voice of a co-investigator to communicate 

with us, and in one instance I recorded what sounded like my own voice responding to my questions, though I heard nothing in real time. 

 

6) Any advice for a new investigator getting into the field of the paranormal? 

Spend a lot of time at one location. Make it your second home.  It's often only with prolonged proximity that we come to meet the energies 

or entities at a site.  Not much different than moving into a new home and learning its character or meeting new people and winning their 

trust. 

  

7)    What do you believe is the best tool a paranormal investigator can use during an investigation? 

Hands down, one's subtle senses and emotions. We are always looking to see ghosts or be pushed down the stairs, but when we are alert 

to the much more usual, subtle experiences, we really develop a "feel" for haunted locations.  Is there a static charge present on my skin or 

hair?  Do I feel nauseated or lightheaded?  Is there a musty, vaguely floral or other odor at the location or an odor evocative of something in 

my past?  Did my emotions change since I arrived at this location? 

 

8) What is your favorite place/location to investigate? 

The place that most intrigues me is Bachelors Grove Cemetery, a tiny, abandoned settlers' cemetery in the forest preserves outside of 

Chicago.  The cemetery and the surrounding woods are known together as one of the most haunted locations in the world, despite their 

nondescript appearance. Though activity is largely sporadic, when it happens it is often on a macro scale, and so it's a fascinating 

place.  Many, many experiencers, for example, have witnessed a white farmhouse that appears or disappears or shrinks as they approach 

it, and experiences of this magnitude have been documented by many serious researchers over many decades. There are also numerous 

inexplicable lights which have been witnesses by an extraordinary number of witnesses.  I also find that Bachelors Grove seems to have 

some sort of intelligent personality in and of itself, which interacts with visitors in positive and extremely negative ways.  It's really kind of a 

laboratory for the paranormal. 

 

9)    Have you ever had a paranormal experience that ñchangedò you in some way? Either for the positive or the negative. 

From experiences at Bachelors Grove and other locations, I have come to deeply respect the lasting effects that the paranormal can have 

on people as individuals and also on their relationships.  I've seen friends' personalities change over prolonged exposure to certain places, 

and I think that I've come away with the single most important truth about the paranormal: whether or not you believe there are entities 

involved, there are ENERGIES at "haunted" locations, and these energies interact with ours to cause physical and emotional, and 

sometimes lasting, effects.  Visits and investigations should never be done when we are ill, tired, angry or ungrounded spiritually.  A hard-

learned lesson.

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Tools of the Trade 

ION Counters

What are IONs and why do we want to count them?: 

An ion is an atom, or molecule that has acquired a net electric charge (- or +) by gaining (or losing) electrons from an initially electrically neutral 

configuration. If there are more electrons than protons, it is negatively charged, and conversely, if there are fewer electrons than protons, it is 

positively charged (Yes, time to blow the dust off that old High school chemistry book). 

 

Countless ions are always present in the atmosphere and occur naturally but are generally short lived since negative and positive ions are 

attracted to each other and the charges cancel each other out leaving two neutral molecules, but don’t fear, more ions are constantly created by 

air movements, water evaporation (e.g. crashing waves, waterfalls, or your breath), electric fields, radioactive decay (radon), and even sunlight as 

it naturally breaks apart air molecules. 

 

Although ionization can occur in gases, liquids, or solids, in the context of an Ion counter, we only care about the ionization of gasses in the 

atmosphere. Ion counters report the number of ionized molecules per volume of air that is circulating around (thru) it, typically: # ions per cubic cm. 

The environment you are in will generally dictate the expected ion levels. Inside buildings are generally low 100-200 ions/cm3 while outside areas 

can be much higher ~1000-3000+ ions/cm3.  Conditions such as a thunderstorms and mountains can increase these numbers as well. 

 

ION Counters are commonly available and range in price from $30 to several thousands of dollars and their ranges and accuracy generally scale 

with the cost of the device.  For paranormal research, the main factors are probably cost and portability, but no matter what you buy, understand 

how to use it correctly. 

 

Ion counters and the paranormal: 

There are many theories on how (and if) ions interact with paranormal entities, but the main ones are: 

Some theorize that an entity directly draws energy from the atmosphere (creating + or - ions) thus allowing it to manifest. Some investigators will 

use negative ion generators (or air purifiers) to charge the air with (neg) ions in the same way that one would use an EM pump, providing the entity 

with energy to manifest.  

 

Some theorize that simply the presence of an entity disrupts ion counts in the air rather than providing it energy, and others theorize that there is 

no correlation with the paranormal at all. 

 

While it is true that ion counter fluxuations are generally difficult to define and explain using hard scientific evidence such as correlated air flow 

patterns, humidity, EM fields, electric charge, and static charge creating objects in the environment (plastics, carpets, etc). 

 

Another very important aspect of ions are their psychological and biochemical impact on humans.  Areas with net negative ionization are believed 

http://www.tntparanormal.com/
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to elevate moods, increased Serotonin levels, and reduce stress and depression. High positive ionization areas have the opposite effect with 

symptoms such as: dizziness, irritability, nausea, headaches, and anxiety among others.  So be aware that just like high EM field areas, high 

positive ionized areas may be the actual cause of ‘creepy feelings’ rather than anything paranormal. 

 

Summary: 

As with any instrument being used for paranormal investigation, the key is to fully understand the actual science behind the instrument, know 

its limitations, and how to correctly use it.  An ion counter can complement other types of data when used correctly. Happy investigating  ;)

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Famous Haunts 

Manresa Castle 

 

In 1892, Manresa Castle, built in the style of a European castle, was referred to by some as “Eisenbeis Castle,” was completed by the owners, 

Charles and Kate Eisenbeis.  It was built to be a hotel as the area was expecting a business and population boom. Charles Eisenbeis was the 

first mayor of Port Townsend, Washington, and was an important member of the community. 

  

Charles was first married to Elizabeth in 1865 and they had four children together.  Elizabeth died in 1880 and he married Kate in 1882.  They 

had four children together as well. 

  

This 30-room castle was built with bricks from his own brick factory and had walls that were twelve inches thick.  It was designed by A.S. 

Whiteway and was the biggest mansion in the Part Townsend area.  Charles died in 1902 and the castle was left empty when Kate Eisenbeis 

remarried in 1905 and moved away from the area. 

  

In 1925, the castle was purchased to be a vacation home for local nuns. It was resold in 1927 to the Jesuits and it became a training college.  

While the Jesuits owned the mansion, it was renamed Manresa Hall.  The Jesuits built onto Manresa Hall including the new wing extension.  

The Jesuits sold Manresa Hall in 1968 at which time it was converted into a hotel. 

  

Some claims of the castle being haunted include: Footsteps heard coming from the attic believed to be from a monk who hung himself and that 

of a young woman who threw herself out of a window when she had learned that her sweetheart had been killed in battle. 

  

Other claims are of drinking glasses that explode when unattended or even when be carried by a server and empty glasses being found to be 

turned over for no apparent reason. 

  

Throughout the castle doors will open, and lights behave to their own whims.  In some of the rooms drawers will open on their own, clothes will 

be found having been moved, a female may be heard singing in a bathroom in the early mornings, good and bad smells are experienced and it 

is believed that it is reflective of how the entity feels about the guests, and the bed covers have been pulled off the beds while people are 

sleeping. 

  

EVP’s have been recorded throughout the mansion and appear to accurately reflect the history of the castle and those who have lived there.
